Sundarban is being affected by the double blow of Amphan
super-cyclone destroying homes, crops and livelihoods, on
top of COVID 19 paralyzing the economy and income of
daily wage-worker.

(105 miles) per hour and gusts of up to 190 kph. It passed
directly through the Sundarbans, devastating it. The lives
of the estimated 4.5 million people in the region are tied to
the fragile ecosystem.
